1. Fearing God above all things!

Catechism pg. 59:  Example – Three Men in the Fiery Furnace

Read Daniel 3 – How did Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego show that they “feared God above all things?”

Who do you think the fourth man in the furnace was?  How do you know?  What does this mean to you today?

What does this story tell you about God?  How can you fear Him above all things this week?
2. Loving God above all things!

Catechism pg. 59:  Example – Abraham loved God more than his son 

Read Genesis 22 – How did Abraham show that He “loved God above all things?”

How did God react to Abraham’s act of love (vv.15-19)?  How would the nations be blessed through Abraham’s offspring (see Romans 4)?

What does this story tell you about God?  How can you love Him above all things this week? 
3. Trusting God above all things!

Catechism pg. 60:  Example – Daniel in the Lions’ Den

Read Daniel 6 – How did Daniel show that He “trusted in God above all things?”

Daniel was thrown into the lions’ den for trusting God, and God protected him.  How has God protected you in the past?  How might you trust God more in the future?

What does this story tell you about God?  How can you trust Him above all things this week?
