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What is Palm Sunday? 
Palm Sunday is celebrated 
the Sunday before Easter.  It 
commemorates the day that 
Jesus rode triumphantly into 
Jerusalem just days before 
His Passion.  On that day, 
the people cut palm 
branches and laid them on 
the road in front of Him.  
Some waved them in the air 
and shouted, “Hosanna!  
Blessed is He that comes in 
the name of the Lord!”  In 
most churches such as ours, 
individual palm branches are 
given to the children and 
palm fronds are likewise 
passed out and sometimes 
twisted into the shape of a 
cross.  This year, our Chan-
cel Choir will once again 
sing the St. Matthew Passion 
at the 8:15 am service.  
Adult Confirmands and 
other new members will join 
our congregation in the 
10:45 am service. 
 

What is Maundy Thursday? 
Maundy Thursday always 
occurs on the Thursday be-
fore Easter.  It commemo-
rates the institution of the 
Lord’s Supper on the night 

that Jesus was betrayed.  The 
name is derived from the 
Latin word mandatum, mean-
ing mandate.  In the Upper 
Room that evening where 
Jesus and His disciples cele-
brated this one last Passover 
together, Jesus also washed 
their feet and said, “A new 
command (mandatum) I give 
unto you, that you love one 
another, just as I have loved 
you” (John 13:34).  This year 
we will have our Maundy 
Thursday worship services at 
11 am and 7 pm with Holy 
Communion and the strip-
ping of the altar.  This last 
action symbolizes that 
Christ’s life would soon be 
stripped from the earth. 
 

What is Good Friday (Tre 
Ore)? 
Good Friday is the Friday 
before Easter.  It commemo-
rates the day that Jesus died 
for our sins.  Tre Ore means 
Three Hours.  For the three 
hours that Jesus hung on the 
cross Scripture records seven 
statements or “words” that 
He said.  We observe Tre 
Ore at St. Paul, from noon 
to three pm by having seven 
20 minute segments of wor-
ship, broken up by five min-
ute intervals.  We have seven 
different preachers who each 
preach on one particular 
“word” from the cross.  The 
choirs all participate at dif-

ferent times. 
 

What is Good Friday 
(Tenebrae)? 
Tenebrae is a Latin word 
meaning shadows or darkness.  
We celebrate this at 7 pm 
with some very unique fea-
tures added to the service.  
For example, there is the 
reading of the Passion ac-
cording to St. John, the Re-
proaches are sung and a 
Loud Sound is given symbol-
izing the sealing of the tomb. 
 

What is Easter? 
Easter is the Feast of Feasts!  
It commemorates the day 
that Jesus rose from the 
dead, defeating the last en-
emy, death, for us!  It is be-
cause Christ rose on a Sun-
day that the earliest Chris-
tians began choosing Sunday 
as their primary day for wor-
ship.  Therefore every Sun-
day of the church year is a 
“little Easter.”  Throughout 
the season of Lent, our Alle-
luias have been put away.  
But now they are sung with 
more gusto than ever, with 
choirs and all forms of in-
strumentation accompany-
ing.  Just as the women went 
to the tomb at first light, so 
we gather for a sunrise ser-
vice at 6:30 am.  Two other 
festival services are held at 
8:15 and 10:45.

 Statements of Faith 
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I have been 
very pleasantly 
surprised by 
the mid-week 
sermon series 
on the Feasts 
of the Old 

Testament! When Pastor 
first told me that I would be 
doing a sermon series during 
Lent, I was a bit apprehen-
sive. I was slow to pick a 
topic—I did not want to be 
yoked to a bad idea for six 
weeks. When I finally had 
picked a topic, I instantly 
doubted that others would 
find it as engaging as I did. 
When I preached the first 
sermon in the series, I was 
hesitant to hear people’s 
reactions.  

Well, that has all changed 
now! 

We are over half-way 
through this sermon series 
and I wish that we could 
slow down the hands of 
time. It has been a very re-
warding experience prepar-
ing these sermons. The only 
drawback is, since Old Testa-
ment feasts are so foreign to 

me, my preparation time has 
been much longer than 
when I preach off the lec-
tionary.  

On a handful of occasions I 
have sat down to look at the 
Old Testament feast that I 
will be preaching on and I 
have been left scratching my 
head. Sometimes it is tough 
to connect Leviticus to 
Christ. I dig and dig, trying 
to find some sort of Gospel 
hook in the feast. Slowly, as 
the books pile up on my 
desk, I get closer and closer 
to seeing how Christ fits. It 
is tough work, but it is re-
warding when I finally see 
how and where Christ has 
fulfilled that specific Old 
Testament feast.  

I remember lying in my bed 
as a child reading the Bible. I 
remember reading Old Tes-
tament books like Leviticus 
and Numbers and having no 
idea how to make heads or 
tails of it. Whatever informa-
tion I did not know about 
Old Testament life I simply 
used my imagination to fill 
in the details. It reminds me 

of Paul’s words in 1st Corin-
thians 13:11, “When I was a 
child, I spoke like a child, I 
thought like a child, I rea-
soned like a child. When I 
became a man, I gave up 
childish ways.” 

Bible study is hard work. It 
is not for the faint of heart. I 
think that is why Bible study 
is best done in community, 
not isolation. When we as a 
community read Scripture 
we can gather together as the 
Body of Christ that we are 
and support each of our 
members. I am glad that I 
picked the Feasts of the Old 
Testament for my sermon 
series. Even more so, I am 
glad that I get to share what 
I am finding out with the 
Body of Christ here at St. 
Paul.

1:4 for different uses of the word 
oikonomia.

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We’ve all heard the saying 
“April showers bring May 
flowers” but what does this 
rhyme really mean?  When 
the snows of February and 
March become the rains of 
April does that really cause 
the flowers to grow in May?  
The gardeners out there may 
point to several other factors 
such as temperatures and 
soil condition but I think it’s 
safe to say without rain the 
flowers would not grow.  
  
The rhyme “April showers 
bring May flowers” is actu-
ally attributed to a 1557 
poem written by Thomas 
Tusser called “A Hundred 
Good Points of Husbandry.”  
The line was a reminder that 
even the most unpleasant 
things, such as the heavy 
rains of April, can bring 
enjoyable things, such as the 
blooming flowers of May.  It 

was meant to be a lesson in 
patience.  We can’t see the 
flower seeds under the dirt 
but we know they will come.  
  
In this short rhyme we can 
also find two lessons that 
relate to our faith life. The 
first is that trials can pro-
duce good.  As we face trials 
in our life we know our faith 
is getting stronger. In James 
1:2-4 we read - 
 

2 Consider it pure joy, my 
brothers and sisters, when-
ever you face trials of 
many kinds, 3 because you 
know that the testing of 
your faith produces perse-
verance. 4 Let perseverance 
finish its work so that you 
may be mature and com-
plete, not lacking any-
thing. 
 

The other related lesson is to 
have patience.  Some people 
say “good things come to 
those who wait.”  In Romans 
8: 24-25 we read - 

24For in this hope we were 

saved. Now hope that is 
seen is not hope. For who 
hopes for what he sees?  
 
25But if we hope for what 
we do not see, we wait for 
it with patience. 
 

And in James 5: 7-8 we read- 
 
7Be patient, therefore, 
brothers, until the coming 
of the Lord. See how the 
farmer waits for the pre-
cious fruit of the earth, 
being patient about it, 
until it receives the early 
and the late rains. 8You 
also, be patient. Establish 
your hearts, for the com-
ing of the Lord is at hand. 

 
So as we walk through the 
“storms of life”, remember 
that the “flowers” that will 
be the wonders of Heaven, 
will be greater than we can 
ever imagine.
